•           The meeting was called to order at 6:07 pm by President, Nick Mullins.
•           Coach Daniels gave out information on the MTSU 7 on 7 Sunday, July 18th. He handed out information sheet/Signup sheet. This is not a mandatory event for the football players
•           Coach also stressed that every player needs to turn in their Physical dated AFTER April 15th by July 26th or they will not be able to dress out in full pads (Varsity Players only on the 26th)
•           Introductions were made by all in attendance
•           The Minutes from May’s meeting were approved as distributed.
•           Rebecca Schidlowski, Treasurer gave the Treasury update.  The ending account balance as of June 30, 2010 is $17,053.59.

Robin Baldree will get the approval from the school and look into a general approval for this event since we look to have this event 3 times a year (Fall, Winter and Spring)
•           There was some discussion of forming a fund-raising committee. Rebecca Schidlowski advised that this would take away from the communication of the QBC members; all agreed. All in attendance agreed that we should set up a meeting outside of the scope of the QBC monthly meetings to discuss fund-raising as a QBC group. Once a date has been set Robin Baldree will send an email out to invite all members of the QBC to attend.  A group will be formed from this meeting to form a committee to funnel through fundraising ideas to be presented to the general membership for discussion/voting.
•           Meet the Team Night, Thursday July 29th; Nick asked if everything was in place up to this point; it was. Rebecca Schidlowski will be in charge of the Program again this year. She will send information to go out via Parent Reps to the Football Parents regarding placing Ad’s in the program. Meet the Team night is the deadline for Ad’s. We are inviting the Band and Cheerleaders to place Ad’s in Program this year. Ad’s Submitting must be copy ready. QBC Board Members will attend tables for volunteer sign ups; Kelly Laster will handle the money coming in at the event from memberships, Ad’s, etc.
•           Nick Mullins will have an updated Corporate Sponsorship spreadsheet available in the near future for Robin Baldree to send to the Parent Reps for distribution to all parents.
•           Nick Mullins began the discussion then handed it to Tony Phelps regarding a Tailgate Dinner event at our first home game against David Lipscomb.  Page High Band and Student Council have invited the QBC to join with them in this fund-raiser. The BBQ dinner will start at 5pm and Laurie Mauldin, Band Parent/Student Council Staff Rep, assured Tony that all football parents will only volunteer until 7:00 in order to get out to the field in time for the Kick-off at 7:30. More details will be sent out shortly to all the football parents to sign up to volunteer for ticket sales and food service.
•           Tony and Deb Phelps revealed to us Page Patriot Spirit wear that the QBC will be selling this year; Collared shirts for men, t-shirts, ladies t-shirts, blankets and more. Tony also revealed our 2010 official Page Patriot T-shirt with our Football Schedule on the back. These T-shirts will be available for sale at the Meet the Team Night but the other Spirit wear will be available for special order.  A decision still needs to be made on design, colors, etc. for all other spirit wear items.  Tony also asked for volunteers to help with the Spirit wear committee. Rebecca Schidlowski, Kelly Laster, Judy Herbert, Cassie Rapert, Jody Mizell volunteered to help with this new endeavor with the QBC. Freshman parent, Jody Mizell presented a blanket and a hooded blanket with the Page Patriot logo.  She asked whether we could do a raffle or a silent auction at one of the tailgates for a fundraiser.  Since there was a question regarding whether a raffle or a silent auction was allowed or if it would have to be an approved fundraiser, Nick Mullins will contact Dr. Anthony and will give an update at the next meeting.
