· Minutes from last month’s meeting were accepted.

· Nick discussed the 2010 QBC Budget & requested that 2010 Budget be approved
· Budget was approved by the group.

· Nick requested that Robin & Deb provide Walter McCord, our Webmaster,  with the revised By-Laws, The QBC Membership Form & Corporate Sponsor Handout & Golf Event Forms to be placed on the QBC Website. 



· Coach Daniels- addressed changes to the 2010 Calendar:
· Need to change April QBC meeting from 4/5 to 4/12 &  July meeting  from 7/5 to 7/12
· Senior Night scheduled for 8/20. Karen Mullins Chairing the event & Dianne Jolly & Deb Phelps will assist.

· Nick gave an update on the golf event.  This is our major fundraiser and we need to work hard to insure participation.   The sign-up forms and info will be posted on the website.  There is an opportunity for a company to sponsor a hole, as well as, a mulligan competition will generate additional funds.  100% of the sponsorship dollars go directly to the QBC.  
· We(Robin) will send the Golf Event Flyer & forms to the Parent Reps to be distributed to all players on a bi-weekly basis

· Rebecca talked about the plans for another QBC Fundraiser- a wine tasting event.  We need to find a venue to hold the tasting.  We would like to hold in May 2010.  We will need volunteers to assist in making appetizers to serve with the wine, some sort of entertainment & donations for a silent auction.
· Scott Anders knows Susan who owns Taproot Farms (she has 2 children @ PHS) to see if she might be able to cut us a deal to rent her venue.  Rebecca indicated that she already spoke to her and her charge for rental is $2400. That cost is prohibitive for the QBC.  Nick indicated that Rebecca will need some volunteers to plan this fundraiser.  A volunteer sign-up sheet was circulated at the meeting.

· Kelly Laster talked about the A-Games facility Fundraiser.  A-Games charges $10 per student and the school that sponsors the event receives $5 per student.  Kelly will head up this fundraiser and Cassie Rapert & Deb Phelps will assist.  Kelly will update at the April meeting.
· Cyndy Cooperman discussed the possible fundraising through an entertainment night.  Baseball did something similar.  She will investigate the possibility and update at the April meeting.

· Nick handed out Corporate Sponsorship Handouts.  We desperately need our corporate sponsors and we need our QBC members to help meet our budget.  This is an easy way for a business to get acknowledged .  Nick requested that Robin  send out the Corporate Sponsor Handout to Parent Reps to distribute to players.  July 29th is the deadline to submit an ad.
   
· Nick wants to check into having clothing & spirit items available for sale at July 29th Meet the Team Night.  Items mentioned would be blankets, cow bells, magnets, ball caps, t-shirts. 
· Nick will check with Coach Daniels on the possibility of renting out stadium seats at the home games.
· Rebecca mentioned the ability of having a pay-on- line function added to the website to make it easier and more convenient for our parents.  There is probably a cost associated with the service.  She will update at the next meeting.

· Tony discussed Freshman Parent Information Night which is March 22 in the PHS Library 6:30-7:30pm.  Tony is finalizing meeting info with Coach Herzog currently and will provide to Cassie by the end of this week for her pass along to the upcoming Freshmen parents.

· Nick discussed the Kroger & Publix card programs.  Dianne Jolly will head up this worthwhile program which can generate additional income for the QBC.  Last year we earned $1249 from the program. 

· Nick invited all in attendance, who have not done so, to sign up for the QBC Membership for 2010 Football Season.

· Nick discussed that we will not have anyone to do SmugMug next season and that we need a photographer for next year for Freshmen,  JV & Varsity.
