Minutes for the June 7, 2010 QBC Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 6:01pm by President, Nick Mullins.
Introductions were made by all in attendance
Minutes May’s meeting were approved as distributed.
Rebecca Schidlowski gave the Treasury Report.  The current ending treasury balance is $ 11,203.00.
Nick brought up the discussion and vote for the possible Isurf fundraiser.  It was discussed and determined at this time that we do not have enough information on their program to determine whether or not this would be a beneficial fundraiser for the QBC.  Nick proposed and all present agreed that we delay the vote for a couple of months in order to secure more info on the program.  Walter McCord volunteered to contact Isurf to get a better understanding of the program and he will report his findings at the next meeting.  Walter made it known that he would like to find someone to replace him as our QBC Webmaster by the end of the current football season.  
Tony and Nick gave Corporate Sponsorship updates.  Tony secured a donation from Bleachers Restaurant-they will sponsor a hole at the golf outing for $100.00 and in addition will do a ½ page program ad.  Marcoma Realty will donate $800.  Nick, Karen & Tony are aggressively hitting the streets to secure corporate donations.
Nick & Tony advised the membership that every parent can participate in trying to secure sponsorships. Tony is updating the Corporate Sponsorship spreadsheet so that everyone will know which companies have been contacted to date so there will be no duplication of efforts in contacting companies.
Nick gave an update on the upcoming golf event.  Nick advised that to date, we only have 7 foursomes. Based on the number of golfers we have registered, Nick is worried that we will only break even.  We should easily be able to make $1000.00 from this event.  Coach Daniels & Coach Rathbone are playing. Coach Herzog is covering for Coach Rathbone for training so he can play. Robin is working with Sonic to provide breakfast for the event.  Nick, Robin, Deb, Rebecca & Tony will all be at the golf course by 7:00am to set up. 
Zane Martin of First Tennessee indicated that Nevada Bobs will donate golf tees for our event.  Nick will follow-up with Nevada Bobs about donation.  Nick asked the Parent Reps to continue to send emails about the event stressing the need for golfers and sponsors.
Coach Rathbone gave an update on morning workouts and Coach Herzog gave an update on evening workouts.  Morning workouts have been consistent and have had a good turnout.  Up to 42 boys have been working out weekly.  The coaches advised that it possible there could be some changes to the scrimmage dates with Independence, Coffee County and Moore County.

Tony has agreed to head up spirit wear for the QBC and gave everyone an update.  We will start small this year and build to add items.  He has asked Cassie Rapert for some assistance in finding vendors and pricing since she was in charge on spirit wear at Page Middle School.  Deb Phelps volunteered to assist Cassie.  It was agreed since they were so popular in years past; we will do the t-shirts with the football schedule and have them available at the Meet the Team Night.  We will do a grey t-shirt with blue ink with the schedule.  Dave Matthews is the company that has done the shirts in years past.  Tony will contact them for pricing & report back at the July meeting. 

Nick discussed the Meet the Team Night.  Karen Mullins will be in charge of the food for the evening & Rebecca Schidlowski will be in charge of the tables.  Nick indicated that Karen has been calling around for food prices.  Rebecca indicated that the dinner is a pot-luck style and that each grade level is assigned a food item for the dinner.  Rebecca suggested that Karen contact Robin Baldree for the specifics.  The Mizell family has two large grills and would be happy to donate the use of them along with the meat for the event.  Walter McCord brought up that he thought that there might be an issue with us cooking at the school. Nick will check with Dr. Anthony about this concern & we will discuss this evening in further detail at the July meeting.
Nick discussed how successful and fun our 1st A Game fundraiser was.  Rebecca Schidlowski reported that we made $1,010.00 from the fundraiser.  Nick will get with Kelly Laster to see if another date has been reserved for the next event. Kelly extended all of her thanks to the parent volunteers.
Jody Mizell gave an update on the Chili’s Night (on Columbia Avenue) and how it works as a fundraiser.  We need to choose a night or all day (except for a Friday or a Saturday); put together a flyer/coupon to distribute to all. For anyone who presents the flyer on that specific day, our QBC will receive 10% of the proceeds from that sale.  Everyone thought that a Sunday would be a good day of the week.  Nick will contact the manager at Chili’s to get a date scheduled ASAP & he will report back at the July meeting.  The Mizells offered to donate the cost for the flyers /coupons.  
Nick gave his update on the possible fundraisers that were discussed at the May meeting.  The concessions are a closed option as they belong to the band.  As far as the reserved seating goes, the membership has an interest in pursuing the possibility of reserved seating.  Nick will email Dr. Anthony and Coach Daniels to see if this is viable option and we will discuss further at the July meeting.
Nick reminded everyone to use their Publix & Kroger Cards.  The QBC receives 4% back when the Kroger gift cards are used.  Nick reported that Coach Daniels wants everyone to use the Kroger Card.
Meeting adjourned at 7:44pm.
