-Introductions were made by all in attendance 
- Minutes for the last meeting were approved
-Treasury Report
Ni ck advised that last month we received $200 for Membership & $400 for golf entry fees.  Current Treasury balance not available since Rebecca could not be present at tonight’s meeting.
-Coach Herzog updates on behalf of Coach Daniels:
Coach Daniels is putting together a letter to be sent out soon regarding the following items:
Use of the Kroger card
75% attendance required for weight lifting this summer was voted in by seniors.  If a player doesn’t participate in 75% of the summers weightlifting program, they will be playing JV games. 
Coach Herzog is going to go back to help coach Varity level in the defense position as he has in the past and he will also be active in the Freshman program as well.
Coach Herzog made his intentions known that he wants to be the Head Varsity Coach when Coach Daniels steps down after the 2010 season.
By-Laws Amendment for Quorum vote:
 The By-Law Amendment regarding a Quorum Vote presented at the April meeting has been approved as presented by the required quorum present.  Nick requested that Robin & Deb amend the By-Laws accordingly & forward on to Walter McCord to post on the QBC website.  
Glenn Garner from ISurf America:
Spoke about his company’s fundraising program opportunities that are website based/internet advertising on a city specific website.  The program is a simple, no-risk program/no cost program. There is no cost to us for the brochures they create for advertising proposes.  Ravenwood High School currently participates in his program and just started up several weeks ago.  He suggested “marrying” our current banner/sponsorship program together.  We will discuss the fundraising program further at the June QBC meeting so we can vote on this opportunity.  Nick indicated that we will discuss this fundraising opportunity further at the June meeting and present for it for a vote.
Golf Event Update:
Nick indicated that to date, we only have 2 foursomes signed up.  We really need to push this event.
Nick also advised that Coach Daniels was not able to secure a Titans player for the golf event because the Titians have a prior commitment already scheduled for June 14th.
Nick presented a check a $150.00 that he received from Mr.  & Mrs. Pendarvis for the QBC to establish a fund for PHS Football players that have a financial need for athletic fees, cleats or other any other need determined by coach.  Nick indicated that we will need to amend the Budget to reflect a category to deposit this and any other donations like this.  Nick will also email Coach Daniels to let him know that we have these funds on hold for this use.
A Game Fundraiser
Nick discussed the A-Game Fundraiser.  Deb Phelps passed around the Volunteer Sign-up sheet.  Jim Laster reported that Kelly purchased dodge balls for the event.  We asked Coach Herzog to try to get as many coaches as he can to help referee the dodge ball game and to just be present for the evening as “authority” figures.  Coach Herzog indicated that he will be happy to get involved and assist us in getting the boys to get their dodge ball teams organized & signed up.  Nick indicated that he would email Coach Rathbone & Coach Cherry to see if they will help out and attend. 
Susan Robertson-Day talked about some additional fundraising opportunities:
A question was presented as to whether the band was going to continue to keep the concession stand during the upcoming football season.  Nick will send an email to Coach Daniels to see if he has any knowledge regarding the concession stand contract with the band.
If the band keeps concessions, Susan brought up the idea of selling additional food items that are not sold at the concession stands.  Nick indicated we could discuss this opportunity further at the June meeting once we hear back from Coach Daniels about the status of the concession stand.
Hosting a BBQ tailgate prior to a home game was discussed as possible fundraising idea.  Judy Mizell said that they have 2 large grills that they could provide for that use. It was decided that we would discuss this further at the June meeting.  
Selling reserved season parking passes and seats was another fundraising idea presented.  Nick will email Coach Daniels to inquire about this opportunity and Nick will update everyone at the June meeting so we can discuss further.
Sell Page blankets & additional spirit wear was discussed as a possible fundraiser.  Jim Laster brought a horn that is being used by the PHS soccer fans.  Everyone thought that the horn as well as other spirit items such as blankets, hats, t-shirts, magnets, etc would be popular with parents & students.  It was discussed that we need to get costs for these items.  Nick indicated that he would check into the QBC selling some spirit items.  We will discuss further at the June meeting when we have more information.    
Susan indicated that some local restaurants such as Boxwood Bistro or Safire sponsor fundraising events.  Jody Mizell indicated that she thought that Chili’s restaurant sponsors Chili’s Night- where a portion of the proceeds from the sales of a specific evening go to the organization identified for that night.  Jody agreed to check with the Chili’s on Columbia Ave. in Franklin about the specifics & report back at the June meeting so we could determine if this would be a feasible fundraiser.
